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Over the next decade every economy in
the world is going to face the challenge

Our engineers are busy providing
support for new clean coal plants, and
our certi®cation division is ensuring the
quality of large scale photovoltaic panels,
while  our engineers are providing
feasibility studies for developing solar
energy parks.

At sea our Green Plus scheme encourages
owners to build energy saving into new
vessels, and gives them an index to
demonstrate how they have invested.
As most of the world's trade moves by
sea, saving energy there is crucial, and
our Green Energy scheme focuses on
operational savings for ships.

Ashore our focus is on providing plant
and building system energy diagnosis and
environmental certi®cation. We help
developers build and operate moreef®cient
buildings. And overarching all that, the
greenhouse gas certi®cation schemes we
verify under the UN Clean Development
Mechanism give major ®ms the economic
incentive to Iimprove energy use.

Energy is our big challenge, and RINA has
some powerful solutions.

to have a modern eet of 8 ocean going
bulkers. 3Today our “eet totals over
450,000 dwt, including 2 capesizes,

two panamaxes, three 38,000 dwt bulk
carriers and one 26,000 dwt bulker,®

explains Gao. #We are now looking at
expanding the "eet further and we are
negotiating for the purchase of 2
capesizes and 2 panamaxes. We
are also working with a Canadian
investment company on  business
cooperation, exploring the possibilities
of newbuilding construction in China.®

Terminale GNL Adriatico Srl, commonly
known as Adriatic LNG, is the company
that designed, built and operates the LNG
Terminal located offshore Italy, in the
northern Adriatic Sea. The joint-venture
was established in 2005 by Qatar Terminal
Ltd, ExxonMobil Italiana Gas and Edison.
Its 8 million cu m annual capacity

represents around 10 percent of Italy's
entire gas consumption, so it is a major
contribution to diversifying Italy's energy
supplies and ensuring energy security.

The concrete ALNG Terminal was built
in Algeciras, Spain and transported to its
®nal location in the North Adriatic Sea
under safety standards dictated by RINA
for this unique operation. 20Once at site,

NO BLUES FOR DENIM AUTHORITY

The global denim business is very
competitive. Factories in Asia churn out
around one billion items of basic denim
clothing each year. But buyers don't just
wantbasic. They wantinnovation, they want
quality, and they want things quickly.
aBuyers want to leave buying decisions
until as late as possible. They want to
shorten supply lines and get new
designs to the shops quickly,° explains
Samy Bziou, General Director of Tunisia-
based Denim Authority.

aThat creates opportunities for us. We are
focused on rapid innovation, rapid product

development and high quality. Our

factory is only three days away from the
shops anywhere in Europe. That means
the global crisis works for us, as buyers
don't want to wait for new products to be

shipped from Asia.®

Of course the crisis cuts both ways, which
means for Samy that he has to focus
on costs and ef®ciency. @We are in the
quality end of the market,® he explains.

aBut managing costs is still crucial so

we are reorganising our work ow to seek
ef®ciency gains. But we have to do that
in a way which retains the enthusiasm of
our people, because we are in a business
which depends on design, innovation and
rapid reaction to what the market needs,
and for all of that you need good, well
motivated staff.°

Today Denim Authority employs 1,500
people at a site in Ras Jebel, Tunisia.
The plant capacity is 75,000 garments

weekly. @2We can produce up to 90 prototype
garments each week. That means different
types of wash and different ®nishes and
patterns, and we can have them in the
shops in days,® says Samy.

Denim Authority has high pro®le clients
like Lee Cooper, Tommy Hil®ger, Scotch
& Soda, Chasin and other leading brands.
aBuyers from these high quality brands
are very particular about the garments
and very particular about how they are
produced,® says Samy.

aWe have always focused on creating a
good social environment for our people
and treating them with respect, and we
were able to build up this client list
following regular and numerous audits by
them. But last year we thought we should
take a step towards them by formalising
our social and working relations and
putting in place an audited certi®cation
which  would demonstrate our high
standards of social accountability.®

Samy asked his top buyers what standards
Denim Authority should measure itself
against, and who would be the best
auditing body. ®We were recommended
to go for SA8000 Social Accountability
certi®cation,® he says.

aAnd we were recommended RINA by
respected people throughout the supply
chain. It has been a very good experience.
RINA is very professional. They looked
very closely at everything we did, and that
was really helpful for us.
