RINA to train Carnival new build inspectors

The three year contract will provide Carnival’s inspection teams with training in health, quality and safety, CCS organisation, and technical subjects such as fire protection, materials, machinery and plants, coating definition, maintenance and repair, marine metallurgy, welding, piping systems and HVAC, electrical and automation systems and USPHS (United States Public Health Service) requirements.

Antonio Pingiori, head of the marine division of RINA, says, “Our ability to share our wide ranging expertise with shipowners is a key benefit for them. Our senior trainers have many years of experience with shipyards and newbuildings, and have the advantage of the backing of an organisation with deep technical knowledge, and the resources to package and deliver that experience and knowledge through our RINA Training Academy. All the tutors are senior RINA technical experts  and the courses will be held in the RINA Academy training centre, in Genoa.
