The plaque GREEN STAR for the Yacht TRIBU’ has been awarded to Luciano Benetton, first naval unit in the world to achieve/attain/reach this classification mark.

The wonderful setting of Monaco Yacht Show saw as main character the Yacht Tribù, built by Mondomarine shipyard for Luciano Benetton. Tribù is the first megayacht to obtain GREEN STAR RINA, voluntary classification mark requested by the shipowner to control the environmental impact of his yacht.

“The growing attention and the financial commitment of some pleasure shipowners for the sea protection are real tokens of the maturity of an environmental consciousness, a strong spur to politics and a desirable change of mind as for the rules of access to protected marine areas” – stated Ugo Salerno, CEO of RINA. “People’s farsightedness like Luciano Benetton, which willingly choose for their yachts systems and solutions that have a minimal impact and however inferior to rule prescriptions, is a great example for all the sector.

This result has been obtained also through the willingness of Mondomarine, who accepted the challenge to place at disposal his building skills and address its matured experience to future buildings, in order to keep on promoting the environmental protection”.  
In the presence of Bernard D’Alessandri, General Secretary of Yacht Club, Mr. Luciano Benetton received Green Star plaque, handed over to him by Ugo Salerno, CEO of RINA. Among those present at the ceremony, also Mr. Elio Stroppiana, President of Mondomarine and Eng. Paolo Moretti, Responsible for RINA Yachting Area.
